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Transferring Engagement in the Face!to!Face 
Classroom to the Online Classroom

I think we would all agree that for the most part business classrooms are engaging.  Business educators 
enjoy  developing  interactive  activities  that  keep  students  engaged  and  successful  in  our  face-to-face 
classrooms.  How do we transfer those engaging activities to the online environment?  

The reality is that online learning is here to stay and as business educators we have to develop strategies 
that  will  bring  the  same  level  of  engagement  in  our  online  courses  as  we  have  in  our  face-to-face 
classrooms.  Let’s look at four strategies that can help you facilitate an engaging online course.

Discussion  Boards.   Many  times  discussion  boards  can  be  the  main  source  for  learner  to  learner 
engagement.  The key to success is having the right discussion forum prompts.  Discussions should never 
have a right or wrong answer. Instead, discussion should always create a little friction.  There should always 
be multiple answers where no answer is wrong if it is supported by evidence.  If there is some friction, your 
students will be more engaged.  Sometimes friction in discussion prompts can cause issues, but that is a 
great time to have a teaching moment.   This can allow us to encourage “healthy discussion, keeping 
emotions in check [and] the value of opposing views” (Sull) which can benefit our students.

Many times we have the issue of students not participating at the level we desire.  To help with this use 
substantive posts  as  examples.   One instructor  at  my college posts  in  the announcements  each week 
examples of good discussions posts.  She says her students work to be “the example.”  In an article in 
Faculty Focus, Sull suggests to “Pick up on some weak discussion postings, and show students how they 
can be nicely expanded into solid, meaningful posts.”  Actually demonstrating how to make it better should 
lead to better participation.  

Group Projects.   We use group projects in our face-to-face classes to engage our students and we need to 
continue to utilize them in our online classes.  Yes, they hate them, but every survey completed by industry 
tells us students need more of this.  They have to learn how to work with each other and accomplish a task 
as a group.  According to the National Association of Colleges and Employers Job Outlook 2016 survey, 
employers are looking for “leaders who can work as part of a team.” See the Winter Edition of the Notes & 
Quotes for my detailed article on group projects.

Faculty Presence.   This many seem like a strange one to put in this category, but faculty presence will 
encourage student engagement.  If a student feels she is taking a course from a computer, she will not have 
the same level of engagement as she will knowing that there is an instructor there all the time to help.  
There are many ways to show your presence.  Make weekly announcements using video.  Video helps them 
to see and know you.  Make sure they include current information so the student knows they were made 
specifically for this class; connect the course topic to current events.  Students many times think all videos 
are used from semester to semester.   Lecture videos can be reused,  but these weekly announcements 
should never be. 
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Transferring Engagement in the Face-to-Face Classroom to the Online 
Classroom (Continued)  

There is much debate on whether or not the instructor should participate in the discussions.  There is not 
a right or wrong answer.  It will depend on the topic, the students and the goal of the discussion.  If your 
presence stops the discussion, it is probably best to not participate in the actual discussion.  Another way 
to let the students know you are present and have read their postings is to summarize them at the end in 
the discussion forum or in an announcement.  This shows presence without dominating or stifling the 
conversation.  

Case Studies/Videos.   Students want to tie their knowledge to real world situations; when it is included 
in your curriculum, they will be more engaged.  Using case studies as assignments or as discussion topics 
can help students use their knowledge to make decisions about real world issues.  I use videos in my online 
classroom.  I find stories of real business situations and have students relate what we have learned to that 
video.  An example in my introduction to business class is after covering the elements that influence the 
consumer  decision-making  process,  I  have  them  watch  a  commercial  and  explain  the  impact  this 
commercial might have on those elements.  They get to see how to apply them directly.  

Designing engaging online businesses courses can be challenging, but with the right design, your students 
can be engaged while having the advantage of the flexibility of online education.
